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A. DEPARTMENT OF HEAVY INDUSTRY:

1. Swachhta Pakhwada (16-31st August, 2018) was observed by the Department of
Heavy Industry and all its CPSEs and autonomous organisations. In preparation,
Secretary, DHI held a VC with all CMDs/CEOs of organisations under DHI to
underline the importance of Swachhta and also flag some common themes. A
Swachhta pledge was also administered to DHI staff on 16t Aug 2018.

2. During Swachhta Pakhwada, Hon’ble Minister (HI&PE) inaugurated, two 15 kW
(DCO01) Charger for electric vehicles, at Udyog Bhawan, New Delhi on 28th
August, 2018. These chargers were funded by DHI and installed by Bharat Heavy
Electricals Limited (BHEL).

3. During Swachhata Pakhwara, BHEL has renovated the existing RCC drain in
Sector-17, Noida & built a modern Public Utility Complex for the benefit of the
general public through its CSR fund.

4. EFC met on 1st and 24th August 2018 under the Chairmanship of Secretary
Expenditure for consideration of the scheme for promotion of Electric Mobility
(FAME). The scheme primarily focuses on public transport and shared mobility
with incentive based onthe powerof the advanced battery. After detailed
discussions the EFC appraised the scheme and recommended the same with an
outlay of Rs 5500 crore, including a committed liability of Rs 511 crore from the
first phase of the scheme.

5. Principal Scientific Advisor to GOI chaired the Oversight Meeting of Advanced
Ultra Super Critical (AUSC) Project at HEPP BHEL, Haridwar on 11th Aug 2018 to
review the progress of AUSC project being undertaken jointly by DHI, DST, BHEL,
NTPC and IGCAR. The Oversight Committee expressed satisfaction about the
physical progress of the project.

6. Cabinet Note for seeking approval of revised cost estimate for Revival and Mill
Development Plan (RMDP) and disinvestment of NEPA Ltd, was sent to Cabinet
Secretariat.

7. Cabinet Note for revival plan of Hindustan Paper Corporation Ltd. (HPC) is under
submission. Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code (IBC) proceedings are also
underway for HPC, which has Hindustan Newsprint Ltd (HNL), Nagaland Pulp &
Paper Corporation (NPPC) & Jagdishpur Paper Mills Ltd (JPML) as subsidiaries.
Committee of Creditors (COC) in their meeting held this month indicated that in

case no response is received in respect of revival plan of HPC from Gol, they
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would go ahead and issue the Expression of Interest (EOI), and thereafter the
process will be governed by IBC 2016. Further, HNL is under disinvestment and
NPCC and JPML are under closure. Ministry of Corporate Affairs has now opined
that in view of insolvency proceedings against HPC, the disinvestment and
closure process of subsidiaries would be impacted.

CMD, BHEL, Shri Atul Sobti, represented BHEL at the Global Customer Summit of
General Electric (GE), at Croton Ville, USA along with world energy leaders. Some
of the important areas identified for cooperation between the two companies are
nuclear power projects, gas turbines and generators, joint R&D projects and
defence.

Public Procurement (Make in India) order 2017 for Textile Machinery Sub Sector
of Capital Goods Sector was issued on 10th Aug 2018.

A concept note on a scheme for “Facilitating Development and Manufacturing of
Textile Machinery and its accessories” was sent to the Department of
Expenditure on 17t August 2018 for in-principle approval.

The next phase of DHI-UNIDO-ACMA (Auto Component Manufacturers
Association) partnership programme was approved for Rs. 28 Crores out of
Development Council for Automotive & Allied Industries funds. The programme
has been reoriented to provide greater benefit to domestic component industry
based on recommendations of external expert review.

During the month, BHEL got the order booking of around Rs. 660 Crores which
includes 20 sets of 25 kV Insulated Gate Bipolar Transistor (IGBT) based 3 phase
propulsion system for Electrical Multiple Unit (EMU) from Integrated Coach
Factory, Chennai.

BHEL has signed the contract for 4x225 MW Arun-3 HEP, one of the Largest
Power Project of Nepal, with ‘SJVN Arun-3 Power Development Company’
(SAPDC) on 14 August, 2018 for a value of Rs. 536 Crores.

BHEL has won the Public Sector Enterprise (PSE) Excellence Award Runner-up
Trophy for (a) Human Resource Management Excellence, (b) CSR &
Sustainability and (c) R&D, Technology Development and Innovation in the
category of Navratna & Maharatna CPSEs.

BHEL won the CSR Times Award for Agriculture Technology Intervention for

Socio Economic Development of farmers.
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B. DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC ENTERPRISES:

The Swachhta Pakhwada -2018 was observed in the Department from
16th to 31st August, 2018. During the period, the cleanliness of premises
and surroundings was undertaken, slogan, essay writing and drawing
competitions were held among the employees and their wards. Besides, a
park inside the CGO Complex was adopted for its beautification. As per
mandate given by M/o DW&S, all CPSEs were requested to observe
Swachhta Pakhwada during this period.

A Note for Appointments Committee of the Cabinet (ACC) on the issue of
number of Government Directors on the Boards of CPSEs was finalized
after inter-ministerial consultants and sent for ACC approval to DoPT.

DPE organized a Capacity Building workshop with 100 representatives of
CPSEs/ Administrative Ministries on 23.08.2018 at Thanjavur. Thanjavur
was selected in response to PM’s call to hold Board meetings at new
tourist places.

In line with Govt’s priority to develop paper less offices, DPE organized
two Virtual Interactive Workshops with CPSEs to guide them on the
online MoU system. These workshops were held on 14th & 21st August
2018 at DPE and were attended by 117 representatives from CPSEs.

The broad guidelines on criteria for designating townships/residential
colonies of CPSEs as ‘Mini Smart Cities’ were finalized after consultations
with Ministry of Housing & Urban Affairs (nodal Ministry for Smart Cities
Mission) and communicated to administrative Ministries/CPSEs for
further action.

All administrative Ministries/Departments were requested to review the
Roadmaps/Action Plans of CPSEs under their respective administrative
jurisdiction and ensure that these focus on increasing the revenue of
Government from dividends and disinvestments.

DPE has submitted monthly information for CAPEX of select CPSEs to
PMO on 8th August, 2018.

The following arbitration awards have been made by Sole Arbitrator of
erstwhile PMA during the month of August, 2018:-

Dispute between M/s National Projects Construction Corporation Ltd
(NPCC) and M/S National Aluminium Company Ltd (NALCO) relating to
Construction of ‘D’ Type Quarters, GET Hostel & Extension of Primary
School for Township Expansion at NALCO, Angul.

Dispute between M/s Telecommunication Consultants India Ltd (TCIL)
and M/s Bharat Sanchar Nigam Ltd (BSNL) relating to provision of Optical
Fibre Cable Systems in the specified area, Shillong of N.E. Telecom Circle.

In pursuance of the Cabinet decision dated 06.06.2018 regarding review
of status of closure of sick/loss making CPSEs by the administrative
Ministries/Departments and thereafter, finalization of a consolidated note
by DPE for its consideration, DPE has collected the requisite details from
concerned administrative Ministries/ Departments in this regard and is in
the process of collating the inputs received and preparation of the Cabinet
Note.
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
