(a) to (d): As per the recommendations of NITI Aayog, Government has decided to disinvest 100 

percent shareholding of HNL to strategic buy.  Inter-Minister Group has been constituted for 

disinvestment of HNL. In this process Transaction Advisor, Legal Advisor and Asset Valuer 

have been appointed to facilitate the same.  HNL management is making its best efforts to 

continue the business operations.   
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
