For the second quarter of 2018-19, Bharat Heavy Electrical Limited (BHEL) has achieved a profit
before tax (PET) of Rs. 272 Crore compared to Rs. 147 Crore achieved in the corresponding quarter

in the previous year, registering a growth of 84%.

The 12th meeting of Inter-Ministerial Group (IMG) under Comprehensive Economic Partnership
Cooperation Agreement with Japan to deal with the International arbitration filed by Nissan Motors
