(@) to (e): Sir, the Government on 12" May, 2021 approved the Production Linked Incentive
(PLI) Scheme for manufacturing of Advance Chemistry Cell (ACC) in the country. The total
outlay of the scheme is Rs. 18,100 Crore for a period of 5 years.

It is estimated that the scheme will generate 2.70 lakhs (Direct:Indirect :: 1:4) of
employment during the scheme period. The beneficiary firms will set up manufacturing facilities
during the first two years under the scheme. The production of ACC Cells will start
subsequently and will be eligible for incentives for next five years. Therefore, employment will
be generated in due course of time during the scheme period.
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
