The Company's internal financial control
system over existence, completeness,
valuation and allocation of Property, Plant and
Equipment and capital work- in progress
(including materials lying at site) is not
operating effectively. The company did not
have an appropriate internal control system
over maintenance of Property, Plant and
Equipment and Capital work-in progress
(CWIP).

Managing Director, Salary of Company
Secretary) and receipts was apportioned
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25% to the Company and 75% to its
Subsidiary Company (Sambhar Salts
Limited) whereas in the current year only
salary of regular staff(except CMD and
Company Secretary) posted at head office
has been booked at 100% in the Sambhar
salt limited and all other expenses and
receipts has been booked in the Company
itself.
